We fully support applications to universities worldwide and will provide a transcript for each student.
The transcripts will include each student's IGCSE results (Grade 9 & 10), their report grades from the end of
DP1 (Grade 11) and their predicted IBDP grades (Grade 12).

The 2022 - 2023 school year runs from mid-August to mid-June and is divided in two terms. We do not
calculate a GPA.
